You will be blending your fabric with your choice of one of several landscape photographs supplied by the teacher.

Fabric: Approx. % yard picces of fabric that you can envision working in a landscape picce - e.g., bring lots of blues {sky
or water} — hand dyes, semi-solids, batiks scem o work best, lots of greens {grass, leaves, bushes) , grays and whites
(eocks or snow), tans and browns {sand, tree hark ) some purples (hecause we like them!) and a little red. So-called
“landscape” fabrics not necded. You'll need relatively small picces of fabric and stadents often shareftrade with each
other to get the best blend,
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
